	2 CAG Report – Christine Sparham
Training Package Update

The latest version of the Training Package Continuous Improvement Register has been published on the TLISC website. According to this report, the TLI07 package is due for an update in October 2008. The plan will be to incorporate all the recent improvements into the endorsed version of the Training Package. Whether this will be published on NTIS remains to be seen as there is still a backlog of new packages waiting to be uploaded.

The register lists all the activities currently taking place in relation to the three TLISC packages. High priority activities for TLI07 include:

· Review unit D4 Load and unload goods/cargo to align with load restraint guide

· Driving instructor unit/skill sets for both truck and motorcycle (AQF4)

· Incorporate new codes of practice for dangerous goods

· Reassess need fro diploma and advanced diploma for Defence Logistics 

· Directly align driving units with licensing requirements

· Develop working at height and security units for stevedores

· Inclusion of three new units for Steam Plant 

· Rail electro units - Rationalize and remove duplications between electro Training Package 

· Develop Rail Safety Worker units

· Validate Rail Skill Sets

· Incorporation of Rail Pathway units

	3 Changes to Apprenticeships and Traineeships and Policy Guidelines – Glenys Essex 

Glenys outlined some of the changes that have occurred in the branch this year. These included:

· the introduction of a job board in March; 
· updates of the Apprenticeship and Traineeship Policy Guidelines in June and September;

· the introduction of the Productivity Placements Programme with 1,000 places available in July over 77 qualifications; 
· changes to the incentive programme in July; 
· one training contract for apprentices/trainees required as from August

· changes to the TRS system in September
· no requirement to lodge a training plan from 1 October – RTOs responsibility. 
Amendments to the VET Act – this Bill has been on hold due to the change of government, and the process of passing through parliament will begin again. Proposed changes include regulation of traineeships - previously apprenticeships were regulated but traineeships were not - and changes to the mediation and dispute process. If the changes are supported new regulations will be drafted and the policy and guidelines will probably be revised again after the new act is proclaimed. This could take up to six months.

Booklet for RTO - this is currently being developed and is likely to be launched at the RTO forum. It will be linked to the AQTF standards. Information for RTOs is no longer in the guidelines.
